program.  Requirement:  Must 
be at least 2 years older than the 
children served in the program.      

 
2nd / 3rd / 4th Team:  Greet, play with 

and assist children during their 
program. 
Requirement:  Must be at least 2 
years older than the children 
served in the program.   

 
Drama/Teaching Team:  Participate 

in large group presentations. 
Requirements:  Enjoy speaking 
in front of others, ability to 
memorize and rehearse small 
parts.  Must be in 5th grade or 
older!
